Caring about inequality does not
automatically justify building a system of
total control.

Compassion is a moral impulse.
Communism is a political system.






THE ORIGINAL PROMISE



Marx identified real injustices His moral outrage was understandable.
Many reformers, philosophers, and
economists shared it.

Let us begin with intellectual honesty.

= Karl Marx was not wrong to observe: The problem was not the diagnosis.

= exploitation - dignity without The problem was the cure.
exploitation,

= alienation - meaningful,

= brutal inequality during early industrial
capitalism - equality.






THE FATAL ASSUMPTION




A perfect system can replace imperfect
humans

Human beings do not become virtuous
because systems demand it.

Systems collapse when they ignore
human nature.






PROGRESS IS NOT TELEOLOGY




Progress is empirical, not inevitable Any ideology that claims to know the end
of history is already dangerous.

Progress is messy.

It advances through:
= experimentation and failure,
= correction and learning,

= competition of ideas.

Marxism is not empirical.
It is teleological — it promises a final
destination.

“From each according to his ability, to

Competence threatens ideology

Communist regimes consistently

eliminated: Not by accident.
= jntellectuals, By necessity.

= jndependent thinkers,
= professionals with autonomous
standards.

Competence introduces comparison.
Comparison destroys ideological purity.






FEAR AS GOVERNANGE



Fear is not a malfunction. It is the system.

If people were free to:

= |eave, compare, criticize * communism would collapse in weeks.

That is why it required:

= borders, surveillance, informers,
prisons.

Fear is not a side effect.
Fear is the operating system.






TREMYTH OF “FREE



Nothing confiscated is free

Housing, healthcare, education were
presented as “free.”

Progressivism # Marxism

Progressivism expands individual rights.
Marxism suppresses individual autonomy.

They move in opposite directions.
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TREEXTREMIST STRATEGY



A Two-Pronged Attack on Reality

= PRONG 1: Demonize Normalcy = PRONG 2: Self-Rebranding

= Liberal democracy =+ "neo-Marxism" = Nationalists » "Sovereignists"
= QOpen societies » "globalist plots" = Extremists » “Patriots"

= Rule of law » "artificial" = Far-right » "Conservators"

GOAL: Complete semantic inversion

"Make extremism invisible. Make normality
toxic."
